The ceremony of the blessing of the home 
and inscriptions of the initials of the three 
Magi above each door can be performed ei-
ther by a priest or the head of the family.

After the prayer is recited, the initials, C. 
M. B are inscribed upon the doors with the 
blessed chalk.  
For example: “20+ C+ M+  B + 24”.  
(The initials, C, M, B, can also be  
interpreted as the Latin phrase  
"Christus Mansionem Benedicat" which means "Christ 
bless this house".) The initials also correspond to the 
traditional names Casper, Melchior and Balthazar.
