Divine Mercy Sunday
Divine Mercy Sunday is celebrated on the Second Sunday of Easter. It is based on the private rev-
elations of St. Faustina Kowalska, which recommended a particular devotion to the Divine Mer-
cy. In 2000, Pope John Paul 1l canonized St. Faustina and, during the ceremony, he declared: It is
important then that we accept the whole message that comes to us from the word of God on this
Second Sunday of Easter, which from now on throughout the Church will be called Divine Mercy
Sunday:® To ensure that the faithful would observe this day with intense devotion, the Supreme
Pontiff [John Paul 1] himself established that this Sunday be enriched by a plenary indulgence, as
will be explained below, so that the faithful might receive in great abundance the gift of the con-
solation of the Holy Spirit. A plenary indulgence, granted under the usual conditions (sacramental
confession, Eucharistic communion and prayer for the intentions of Supreme Pontiff) to the faith-
ful who, on the Second Sunday of Easter or Divine Mercy Sunday, in any church or chapel, in a
spirit that is completely detached from the affection for a sin, even a venial sin, take part in the
prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy, or who, in the presence of the Blessed
Sacrament exposed or reserved in the tabernacle, recite the Our Father and the Creed, adding a
devout prayer to the merciful Lord Jesus (e.g. Merciful Jesus, I trust in you!™).
